Policy on Ethical Conduct

The following statement is printed in the Stevens Graduate Catalog and
applies to all students taking Stevens courses, on and off campus:

”Cheating during in-class tests or take-home examinations or
homework is, of course, illegal and immoral. A Graduate Academic
Evaluation Board exists to investigate academic improprieties, con-
duct hearings, and determine any necessary actions. The term aca-
demic impropriety is meant to include, but is not limited to, cheating
on homework, during in-class or take home examinations and pla-
giarism.”

Consequences of academic impropriety are severe, ranging from receiving
an F in a course, to a warning from the Dean of the Graduate School, which
becomes a part of the permanent student record, to expulsion.
